	Afterlife
‘God will wipe away every tear from their eyes. There will be no more death or mourning or crying or pain, for the old order of things has passed away.’ (Rev 21: 4)

‘‘The body that is sown is perishable, it is raised imperishable.’  It is sown a natural body, it is raised a spiritual body.’ (1 Cor 15)
	God is Just
What does the Lord require of you, but to do justice, love mercy and walk humbly before your God?’ (Micah 6:8)

‘I said to myself, “God will bring into judgement both the righteous and the wicked, for there will be a time for every activity, a time to judge every deed.” (Ecclesiastes 3:17)

	Atonement and Reconciliation
Greater love has no one than this: that one lay down his life for his friends.’  (John 15:12)

‘For God so loved the world that He gave is only begotten Son, that whosoever believes in Him shall not perish but shall have eternal life.’  (John 3:16)

Or if while we were enemies we were reconciled to God by the death of His Son, much more having been reconciled we shall be saved by His life.’  (Romans 5:10)
	God is omnipotent
‘Great is our Lord and mighty in power.’ (Psalm 147:5)

I am the Lord, the Maker of all things, who stretches out the heavens, who spreads out the earth by self.’ (Isaiah 44:24)


	Creation
In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth. And the earth was without form, ad void; and darkness was upon the face of the deep. And the Spirit of God moved over the face of the waters.’(Gen 1:1-2)
‘The Word became flesh and moved amongst us. We have seen his glory, the glory of the one and only [Son]…’ (John 1:14) 

‘So God created human beings, making them to be
 Like himself…’ (Gen 1:27)
	Oneness of God
‘I am the first, and I am the last: and beside Me there is no God.’  (Isaiah 44:6)

‘Hear, O Israel: The Lord our God is One God…’ (Deuteronomy 6:4)

‘I and My Father are one.’ (Jesus) (John 10:30)

	Incarnation – Jesus Son of God
‘The Word became flesh and lived amongst us. We have seen His glory, the glory of the one and only [Son], which came from the Father, full of grace and truth.’ (John 1:14)

‘If anyone acknowledges that Jesus is Son of God, God lives in him and he in God.’ (1 John 4;15)
	Judgement
‘……Truly I tell you, whatever you did not do for one of the least of these, you did not do for me. Then they will go away to eternal punishment, but the righteous to eternal life.……..’( Matt 25:31-46)

‘Jesus will come again to judge the living and the dead’ (Nicene Creed)

	Crucifixion of Jesus
Carrying his own cross, he went out to the place of the Skull (which in Aramaic is called Golgotha). There they crucified him, and with him two others—one on each side and Jesus in the middle.’ (John 19:17))

‘When he had received the drink, Jesus said, “It is finished.” With that, he bowed his head and gave up his spirit.’ (John 19:30)
	Heaven and Hell
Heaven - ‘You cannot follow me now. .but you will later.’ (John 13:36
‘My Father’s house has many places..’ (John 14:22)
‘No one comes to the Father except through me.’ (John 14:6)
‘I will come that where I go, you go too.’ (John 14:3)

Hell - is ‘eternal punishment’ (Matt 25: 46), ‘a place of a fiery furnace, with weeping and gnashing of teeth’ (Matt 13:50), the lake of fire ( Rev 20:14), ‘punishment of eternal destruction tormented day and night forever and ever’ (Rev 20:20)

	Resurrection of Jesus and Ascension
‘Why do you seek the living among the dead? He is not here, but has risen!” They reminded the women that Jesus must "be crucified and on the third day rise.” (Luke 24:5-7).
See my hands and my feet, that it is I myself. Touch me, and see. For a spirit does not have flesh and bones as you see that I have.” (Luke 24:39).

	Salvation through grace/spirit
In Him we have redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of our trespasses, according to the riches of His grace.’ (Eph1:7) 

‘For the hope grace of God has appeared, bringing salvation to all men.’ (Titus 2:11)

	God as Trinity
I believe in God the Father, almighty, maker of heaven and earth, and in Jesus Christ his only Son...I believe in the Holy Spirit.’ (Apostles Creed)  

‘Go therefore and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.’  (Matthew 28:19)

	Salvation through law
‘For we hold that a man is justified by faith apart from works of law’ (Rom 3:28)

‘Yet we know that a man is not justified (saved) by works of the law but through faith in Jesus Christ…. By works of the law no one will be justified (saved). (Gal 2:16)



	God is Benevolent
‘For God so loved the world that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believes in Him shall not perish but shall have eternal life.’ (John 3:16)

‘I have loved you with an everlasting love.’  (Jeremiah 31:3)

	Problem of Evil and Suffering
Luke 4 – describes the devil trying to tempt Jesus from his task; Jesus rejects the devil’s advances.

John 11:40 – in the story of the raising of Lazarus, Jesus suggests the miracle was to reveal the glory of God (implying the suffering was part of this purpose).

	Sin – Original Sin
Genesis 3 v 1-13
Did God actually say, ‘You shall not eat of any tree in the garden’?”  The woman said to the serpent, “We may eat of the fruit of the trees in the garden, but God said, ‘You shall not eat of the fruit of the tree …., neither shall you touch it, lest you die.’”  But the serpent said to the woman, “You will not surely die.  For God knows that when you eat of it your eyes will be opened, and you will be like God, knowing good and evil.”  So when the woman saw that the tree was good for food, ….., she took of its fruit and ate, and she also gave some to her husband.., and he ate. 7 Then the eyes of both were opened, knowing they were naked…..And they heard the sound of the LORD God… and the man and his wife hid themselves from the presence of the LORD God among the trees of the garden. 9 But the LORD God called to the man and said to him, “Where are you?”  And he said, “I heard the sound of you in the garden, and I was afraid, because I was naked, and I hid myself.” He said, “Who told you that you were naked? Have you eaten of the tree of which I commanded you not to eat?”  The man said, “The woman whom you gave to be with me, she gave me fruit of the tree, and I ate.”  Then the LORD God said to the woman, “What is this that you have done?” The woman said, “The serpent deceived me, and I ate.”
