	Eucharist
Just as in marriage, the two become ‘one flesh’, so in the Eucharist, we become ‘one spirit’, one person with Christ (Pope Benedict XVI)

From the Eucharist comes strength to live the Christian life, and zeal to share that life with others (John Paul II)

	Lord’s Prayer
Do not pray like hypocrites. Rather prayer as the Lord gave us (Lord’s Prayer). recite this three times daily (Didache 8)

The Lord’s Prayer is a prayer that is utterly serious about the dangers of the world (Rowan Williams, Archbishop of Canterbury)

When we pray the ‘Our Father’ we feel God looking at us; it is the cornerstone of Christian prayer (Pope Francis)

	Mission and Evangelism
‘Go into all the world and preach the Gospel to all of creation.’ (Mark 16:15)

‘Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations … teaching them to observe all things that I have commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age.’ (Matthew 28:19-20)
	Pilgrimage - Iona
‘Blessed are those whose strength is in you, whose hearts are set on pilgrimage.’ (Psalm 84:5)

‘Faith without work is dead.’(James 2:17)


	Pilgrimage - Lourdes
To go on pilgrimage is to step outside ourselves in order to encounter God where he has revealed Himself (Pope Benedict XVI)

Go tell the priests to have people come here in procession (the Virgin Mary to Bernadette at Lourdes)
	Prayer
Pope Francis said that ‘prayer is not a magic wand’

Pray without ceasing...for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus concerning you (1 Thessalonians 5:17-18)

By our praying, we are instructing ourselves more than Him (Martin Luther)

	Private worship 
‘The time is coming when true worshippers will worship the Father in spirit and truth (John 4:23)

This is how you should pray: Our Father.... (Matthew 6:9-13)

 In Gethsemane, Jesus told his disciples to ‘Sit  here while I go over there and pray’ (Matthew 26:36-46)
	Responses to persecution
Blessed are you when people insult you, persecute you…. Rejoice and be glad, because great is your reward in heaven.’ (Matthew 5:11-12)

‘I have decided to stick with love – hate is too much of a burden to bear.’ (Martin Luther King)


	Sacraments – General
‘….make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.’ (Matt 28:19)

	Tear Fund

	Use of the Bible

	Working for Reconciliation
