	National Curriculum area
	The national curriculum in MFL does not specify subject content but rather two core pillars: grammar & vocabulary and linguistic competence. Grammar and vocabulary are explicitly built into the curriculum at Key Stage 3 and are indicated in red and green respectively in the new learning section. Linguistic competence is developed through the various classroom-based activities which are planned to oscillate between reading, writing, speaking and listening.

	Students will be using and manipulating verbs for the first time. This will require bravery and courage.

	First unit of work builds upon general awareness of language at KS2
	The second unit of work builds upon the common words vocabulary (family 4), and the notion of grammar first introduced in the first half term. 
	The third unit of work builds upon the previous one where verbs are looked at for the first time. Here they will now formulate the  immediate future tense. 
	The fourth unit of work builds upon personality related content in the second unit and the numbers to 100 build upon the numbers to 10 given earlier. 
	The fifth unit of work focuses on where you live and builds upon the common words taught in Unit 1 and revisited in Unit 4. Phoneme set 6 is also revisited [c] + [e] and [c] + [i]
	The sixth unit of work builds upon Christmas in Unit 2 and Dia de los Muertos in Unit 1 and here they have an entire unit dedicated to festivals in the Spanish speaking world. 

	
	Numbers 1-10 and Vocabulary Common words are further developed by Vocabulary Common Words list 4 in Term 3 and numbers in Term 2. 

In the first half term students are introduced to the notion of grammar in MFL. 
	Personality descriptions are further developed by the content relating to family members and relatives in Unit 7.4 covered in March. 
	The immediate future tense is further developed by the first unit in Term 3 (Unit 7.5) where students will manipulate regular verbs in a range of different persons.  
	Their ability to count to 100 is further developed by the foreign language mental maths they do in Year 8 Unit 2
	The notion of the irregular verb IR, here used for the second time Is further developed by revisiting the irregular verb IR (in the past tense) in the unit of holidays at the start of Year 8
	The final unit of the year is the first ‘cultural’ unit and this Is further developed by a cultural unit built into the final unit of Year 8 (Zipi y Zape) and the final unit of Year 9 (Spanish short stories)
