	National Curriculum area
	The national curriculum in MFL does not specify subject content but rather two core pillars: grammar & vocabulary and linguistic competence. Grammar and vocabulary are explicitly built into the curriculum at Key Stage 3 and are indicated in red and green respectively in the new learning section. Linguistic competence is developed through the various classroom-based activities which are planned to oscillate between reading, writing, speaking and listening.

	Students must show each other respect and in doing so display friendliness and civility as they learn about holidays that they have all had
	Students will get to see the justice (or lack thereof) associated with some people being able to have holidays abroad, and others not.  
	Students will have to be courageous as they make honest assessments of their own lives (e.g. hobbies, interests, habits)
	Students will look at how people are generous with the use of their free time and how people use their free time for good (repeat of y7 in slightly different context)
	Students encouraged to be grateful for the food they have, particularly where this is lacking in many parts of the world. 
	Students get the chance to politely order a meal in a restaurant in the Spanish-speaking world
	Students consider the value of humour as central in taking part in a range of activities, including the value of self-deprecating humour. 
	Students prepare for the end of year exam by displaying self-mastery as they revise the content from the course
	Students will put themselves in the shoes of others in order to understand the perspectives of the different characters in this adventure film. 
	Students must display good sense as they work together to write an ending for the film both before they see the ending and an alternative after they have seen it.  to pull together their multimedia project. 

	Link to Skill
	As students learn about themselves and each other, they must listen to the descriptions of how the holidays have been spent
	Students get the chance to look at personal responsibility and leadership associated with choices not to fly and the impact of flying on climate change. 
	The comparative constructions (más que and menos que) require problem solving to be able to be manipulated.  
	Students will be able to explore, through their own creativity, the different activities they can do in their free time (repeat of y7 in slightly different context) 
	Students will be expected to stay positive as they realise that looking at a menu is often much harder than learning the words for different foods in different languages. 
	Students to practise conversation in a restaurant. 
	Students consider staying positive and talk about their own routines and how routines can help people with positive mental health. 
	Students begin to focus on setting targets for their end of year assessments. Their unequivocal attention will be focussed on aiming high.
	Students will given their spoken opinion on the films.. 
	Students have the chance to compare the film endings in teams

	The verb IR explored in Year 7 Unit 4 is further built upon here at the start of Year 8 as students have to manipulate it in the past tense to describe their holidays. They also look at the preterite tense in general which builds on the present tense they covered in Year 7 Unit 3. 
	The second unit of work builds upon the previous unit of work as students have to say what they did yesterday and therefore use the preterite tense. It also builds upon the present tense work in Year 7, and students doing mental maths as they look at times and TV guides. 
	The third unit of work builds upon  unit 7.3 (in Year 7) where students have another chance to practise using the immediate future tense. By this stage students should be confident and comfortable with the near future, the present and the preterite tenses. 
	The fourth unit of work builds upon the content in ‘todo sobre mi vida’ in Unit 8.2. 
	The fifth unit of work builds upon unit 1 in Year 8 on holidays – here students are describing ideal holiday homes. Time is also used as one of the IP tasks, which builds upon the work to cover time in Unit 2. 
	The sixth unit of work builds upon the cultural unit taught at the end of Year 7 (festivals). Students get another chance to appreciate authenticity and inherent value in culture, this time through the film. 

	
	Students’ knowledge of the preterite tense is further developed by all future points in the course where manipulation of preterite tense verbs is expected.  
 
	The idea of everything about my life is further developed by the content covered in Unit 8.4 when students talk about going to the cinema and going out. 
	In the final unit of the year all three tenses are used together and therefore this work in the immediate future tense is built upon in Unit 8.6
	The use of modal verbs will be built upon in the cultural unit at the end to say I want to XX or he can YY.  
	The holiday vocab is built upon again in Unit 9.5 on the adventure through Madrid and on “hotel desastre” in Unit 9.1
	The final unit of the year is the second cultural unit in KS3 and this Is further developed by a cultural unit built into the final unit of Year 9 (Spanish short stories).
