	Link to Virtue
	Students will look at the book ‘Of Mice and Men’ and decide whether the characters decided the fate they got or whether they suffered at the hands of justice. Students will debate who is true and who shows friendliness to their fellow workers.
	Students will look at the society in which ‘Oliver Twist’ was written and how the people on poverty showed courage through dark times. 
	Students will show how generous they are when they team up to share creative writing ideas to form a group piece.
	Students will look at how the characters of ‘The Hunger Games’ are able to show gratitude to those who volunteer as tribute to provide a better society for their families. They will look at how the characters deliver speeches to inspire and motivate their fellow competitors, fans and people. 
	Students will develop their poetry analysis by examining more poetry that perhaps they are unfamiliar with. They will explain how these poems show good temper and humour to portray meaning in the poems 
	Students will demonstrate their commitment to their craft by writing detailed transactional writing that shows how they have mastered this form.
	Students will create a well-crafter piece of creative writing with minimal prompts and drawing upon all their previous knowledge to create a superior piece of work. 
	Students will look at a variety of extracts from different Shakespearean plays and examine whether or not they show compassion to the characters or whether the characters show compassion to each other. Do the different extracts show characters that make decisions of good sense? Or is there other factors that alter the way they think? 

	Link to Skill
	Students will explore different styles of leadership through the protagonists’ struggles to lead in Of Mice and Men, and practice good listening during discussion sessions.
	Students will understand how characters in the novels overcome challenges and how the structure of challenge and resolution is presented in literature.
	Students will have the opportunity to explore their creativity by producing highly descriptive and imaginative pieces of writing.
	Students will learn about how the characters seek a positive outlook despite a rather bleak and challenging context. The students will also learn about dialects as an element of speaking through the language used in the book.
	Students understand and explore alternative points of view about culture and society, and how the poets find the beauty in sometimes mundane places in order to stay positive.
	They are able to produce a high quality piece of work with autonomy and by especially persuasive language in their writing.
	Students will take ownership of the task independently to produce a high quality piece of creative writing, using all techniques learned to date.
	Students will be working together to create small scenes to solidify their understanding of key moments within different plays. Within these lessons, they will be speaking soliloquies and short scenes aloud to demonstrate their understanding and practice their speaking skills from earlier in the year.

	New Learning

	Students are able to get cultural capital form a text that explores complex themes of segregation and financial depression. ‘Of Mice and Men’ will provide a look at 1920s America and how people were treated. This topic will explore race, stereotypes and gender equality. Discussion and debate topics – as well as analysis of literature. 
	Introduction to gothic literature and looking at extracts from ‘Oliver Twist’. Students will be making connections between modern and Victorian lives, as well as some creative writing opportunities
	Students can choose either descriptive or narrative to progress their creative writing skills. They will be shown how to use more complex vocabulary and sentence structures, as well as complex punctuation to engage the reader. Students will be expected to include literary devices into their work.
	Students will make connections to the context they have learnt in ‘Of Mice and Men’ which will give them the required context to access ‘To Kill a Mockingbird’. Students will be able to debate further on some of the thematic issues of segregation and race.
	Poetry will be looked at in this unit giving students the opportunities to look at some poems by culturally relevant people like John Agard. Students will be developing their analytical skills by competing in PEEZIE relays.
	Students will be writing complaint letters to various companies about things that have annoyed them. They will use AREDFOREST techniques and look at how they can say the same thing in different formalities and tones, and using positive and negative language. 
	Building on from the creative writing they completed earlier in the year, students will work towards an extended creative writing project that will test their language skills. Students will need to be able to present their work in a spoken presentation/ competition.
	Shakespeare skills. Students will learn and develop their Shakespeare analysis and reading to help them going into the GCSE year. They will be presented with a variety of extracts from different Shakespearean plays where they will need to make judgements and analysis. They will look at extracts from Hamlet, King Lear, the Tempest and more.
