	Link to Virtue
	This unit considers the varying types of truth and different types of evidence. This demonstrates the virtue of civility and friendliness, as it highlights how important it is for everyone to be courteous of others in all respects
	This unit is all about students prior learning and ability to recognize differing sorts of ‘truths’ and their capability of creating rational and logical conclusion from it. This clearly shows how the virtue of ‘truthfulness’ and ‘justice’ is being used in this unit.

Therefore, all leaners need to listen to these varying views.
	This unit deals with students prior learning and therefore demonstrates the skill of leadership, and students need to take ownership of prior learning to apply it to this unit and the rest of the course.
